This past year, we expanded and deepened our 
relationship with the Bay Area Jewish Healing 
Center (BAJHC). This partnership supports our 
continued programmatic efforts 
to meet the spiritual care needs 
of the community over the arc 
of aging.
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Innovation
The San Francisco Campus for Jewish Living (SFCJL) is creating a multi-sensory, 
interactive exhibit for people living with dementia and their caregivers and loved ones, 
named the Memory Care Experience Station. This project engages residents with themes 
from everyday life through the integration of technology and real-world elements to immerse and 
delight. We are working in our on-site memory care community to research, build, and test with our 
resident users to develop the experiences. The main goal of the Experience Station is to maintain 
the user’s best ability to function through opportunities to interact and engage, and to create an 
immersive experience that—depending on an individual’s needs at the time of use—allows for 
imagination, creativity, cognitive stimulation, and relaxation.

SFCJL was awarded Honorable Mention in The SCAN Foundation’s 2021 
Innovation Awards. These awards recognize an organization that has 
embraced the principles of human-centered design to build and/or 

modify a product, program, or service to improve the lives of older adults.

While the pandemic presented a host of challenges, our dedicated Life Enrichment staff found 
ever more creative ways to deliver programming to residents, from virtual concerts and outings 
on view in activity lounges or in resident rooms via our in-house channel, to small-group classes 
and activities in Byer Square.
